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FURTHER INCREASE FOR MURRUMBIDGEE HIGH SECURITY USERS

The NSW Department of Water and Energy today announced an increase of 10 per cent for high security licence holders in the Murrumbidgee Valley.  This brings the total high security Available Water Determination (AWD) in the Murrumbidgee Valley to 40 per cent of entitlement. 

“While the catchment is still quite dry, there has been some inflow generated from rainfall over the past month that has increased water availability and enabled today’s increase,” said Deputy Director General,” David Harriss 

“There is now sufficient supply in the system to maintain a continuous flow in all the regulated sections of the Murrumbidgee system, and to ensure end of system flows at Balranald and in the Yanco Creek System,” he said. 

Town water supply and stock and domestic allocation will continue on 50 per cent of entitlement. 

“The allocation for the Murray Valley remains unchanged, with high security licence holders on 25 per cent of entitlement and town water supply and stock and domestic remaining on 50 per cent of entitlement,” said Mr Harriss.
